of Biofuels, which is in the consul-
tation phase, with hydrocarbons
being the source of resources
for economic diversification and
strengthening the country’s agri-
cultural potential. The Workshop
attended by Minister Diamantino
Azevedo brought together staff
from Mirempet, Minagrif, ANPG
and the Brazilian consultancy
Concept X, on September 27", in
Luanda.

The Minister of Mineral Resour-
ces, Oil and Gas (MIREMPET), Dia-
mantino Azevedo, said during the
event that biofuels have a major
impact on agriculture, which is
why it is important to focus on the
intervention of energy and food
crops.

“Yes, let's make sure that hy-
drocarbons, in this moment of
energy transition, can effectively
contribute to this economic di-
versification that we need, which
is imperative, and so that in the
future, when the importance of oil
diminishes, we are not left behind
any further than we are now. we
are; so that the energy poverty
that plagues more than 60 million
inhabitants in Africa does not in-
crease.

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To do this, we need to not just
follow third-party agendas; We
need to have our own agenda,
our own strategy”, declared the
governor.

According to the executive board
member at for the National Oil,
Gas and Biofuels Agency (ANPG),
Artur Custoédio, collaboration is of
capital importance for the neces-
sary integration of the different
players and for defining the Stra-
tegy for implementing the value
chain for the biofuels segment.

“Let me emphasize that, under
the guidance of the Ministry of
Mineral Resources, Oil and Gas,
ANPG will continue to contribute
to the Strategy’s early completion.
The National Concessionaire is
determined to attract and direct
private investment to promote so-
cial and economic development,
as it has been done with hydrocar-
bons,” said Artur Custodio

Domingos Veloso, the National
Director of Forestry at the Ministry
of Agriculture and Forestry (MINA-
GRIF), noted that the Executive’s
absolute priority is to guarantee
food security for Angolans and to
combat poverty and hunger.

“The biofuels strategy defines
crops so that there is no collision
with the strategy defined by the
state. The priority for biofuel pro-
duction in our country is non-food
crops. With regard to food crops,
the strategy defines a quota of 20
per cent.”

Invited to share the Brazilian ex-
perience in the field of biofuels,
Valéria Effgen, who is consultant
at Concept X, attributed the coun-
try’s success to the integrated vi-
sion adopted by the government,
which includes research and
applied technology.

NPG (National Petro-
leum, Gas and Biofuels
Agency) signed yes-
terday (Monday, 23) a
protocol of intentions
with the Agrarian Development
Support Fund, with a view to in-
creasing agro-business and the
inclusion of families living in the
areas adjacent to oil production in
national agricultural production.

Signed by the Chairman of the
ANPG Board of Directors, Pauli-
no Jerénimo, and the President
of FADA, Felisbela Francisco, this
MoU establishes the general prin-
ciples of institutional co-operation
between the parties in the field of
agriculture and defines the scope
of action of each of the entities,
and with its signature the con-
cessionaire immediately makes 1
million dollars available to increa-
se family farming projects.

Co-operation  within the fra-
mework of integrated sustainable
development projects, the deve-
lopment of technical-professional
partnerships and technical-pro-
fessional training in integrated
social development, education,
agriculture and livestock projects
are the main objectives of the do-
cument that has now been signed
and which will guide the working
relationship between ANPG and
FADA.

In order to make this commitment
a reality, the two entities will in-
vest in developing joint projects ai-
med at identifying potential in the
sector and creating investment
opportunities; holding events and
programmes aimed at publicizing
financial services available to fa-
mily farming, improving conditions
for greater access to financing
solutions, promoting financial li-
teracy, among others of joint inte-
rest; as well as attracting financial
resources on favourable terms to
finance specific projects.
